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                               Responding to God’s Call 

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 
I pray and hope that you and your family are doing well, and promise my prayers for 
all of you. I look forward to seeing the joy you receive from God’s blessings. On this 
second Sunday of ordinary time, we hear the voice of God loud as always, inviting us 
to be his disciples. Today, the Holy Mother Church reminds us that God’s call is real 
and that God knows and calls us personally by our names. Thus, she encourages us to 
respond effectively to this call with our body, soul, and spirit. 

 
Our first reading from the first book of Samuel recounts the dramatic call of Samuel. It reminds us of our 
call. Many times, I have been asked, how does God speak to one? How can I respond to God’s call? These 
are fascinating questions that reflect our confusion as we see in the young Samuel today. Though we live 
in a boisterous world, we can still hear God. That is if only we can discipline ourselves against both spir-
itual and biological noise. Life is full of God’s voice. As a father, he speaks to us and calls us to his ser-
vice every day. Like Samuel, we must always be ready to say: “Speak Lord, for your servant is listening.” 
 
However, most times, the only problem is that we are too busy or always in a hurry, that we hardly have 
time to listen to Him. So, we need to be prepared all the time to listen to God. The question is, when was 
the last time we spent up to ten minutes in silence in His presence? We cannot hear him if we are the ones 
doing all the talking all the time. 
 
This Sunday’s gospel challenges us to reflect on our response to God’s call. These are invitations to fol-
low Christ. Responding to this invitation is a daily affair that requires the whole of our being. Also, it re-
quires us to help others to respond. God calls us by our names every day: “come follow me; come and 
see.” Therefore, like the psalmist, our response should always be: “Here I am Lord, I have come to do 
your will.”
